Joyce was born to John Joyce Snr and Mary Cottingham in 
Kylemore, Killannin. In 1899, he won the junior and senior 

championships of the Cross-Country Association of  
Ireland, leading the Ballinasloe Harriers to first team  

home on both occasions, and became the Irish  
Amateur Athletics Association one-mile  steeplechase 

champion. 

Having emigrated to  New York in 1900, Joyce won  
the American cross-country championship in 1903,  
American 5-miles title in 1904, and American  
indoor 10-miles titles in 1903, 1904 and 1905. 

He represented the United States in the 
800m at the 1904 Olympic Games in St Louis,  
finishing outside medal position. 

Joyce  married Delia Kyne of Headford,  
Galway in 1912 in New York. A bricklayer 
by trade, he later owned a saloon in New  
Rochelle, New York.
